Frequently Asked Questions:

Q: Are burn barrels banned under the rule?
A: Technically no, but the burning of most material burned in burn
barrels now illegal

Q: Are permits required to burn brush?
A: No, at least not in DEC Region 7. Part 191 still requires permits
in Fire Towns

Q: What options are there for disposing of a waste that | used to
burn?
A: Contact your County and Town Solid Waste offices to find out
what options they have available —

ex. Brush pickup, mulching and/or composting locations
Contact DEC Solid Waste office to find out more information
about disposal options
